Approximately 150- 170 guests attended the event. 
 Throughout the day 20-25 volunteers served the event to make it the success it was. With meetings attended by volunteer approximately 360 hours were dedicated to the event.
Funding provided by the grant and by the community league was used to purchase t-shirts for the children and volunteers, the movie night projection costs, stage materials, printing costs, food and beverages, art supplies as well as honorariums for our guests. The City of Edmonton logo was proximately displayed on event posters and t-shirts.
The event was a great success as it brought together the community to share local talent and entertainment as well as recognize the significance of it being Canada’s 150 birthday. Local history and Canadian history was shared. It was also a great success because there was such collaboration between the community organizations that are so important in the community.
