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The committee continues to work with Helen Gillespie to secure optimal, sustainable facility use.  The building is used for on-going rentals like yoga and Akido, for non-profit groups, and for workshops and social activities.  The large hall is the most frequently used room, then the lounge, and occasionally the small concession room.
Ice On Whyte

For the third year, in early 2014 the hall was rented as the operating centre for Ice on Whyte.  However this year the large hall was booked for the entire festival.  This provided increased income for the League, but also meant we had to bump a number of on-going renters (yoga, etc).  In addition, the increased traffic in the building resulted in more wear and tear on the hardwood floor.  Generally, the festival and the use of the hall went well.  It is expected that IOW will not be using the large hall for the 2015 festival.  The festival organizer, Erin, has taken a temporary job elsewhere so will not be our “go to” person this year – we will miss her!  

Edmonton Weavers’ Guild
The league continues to rent out rooms on the main floor to the Edmonton Weavers’ Guild.  They have been residents in the hall since 2008.
