· Winterfest (Feb/15) – this was another successful event with a large turnout.  It included the usual – carnival games, sleigh rides, bbq, dessert cook-off and skating. We added snow carving this time – borrowed two snow molds from the EFCL.  The cost was just over $1,000, which is similar to previous years.
· Annual Arts BBQ (Sept/15) –  Much fun was had, and many burgers and hot dogs were eaten at the Annual Arts BBQ on September 13th.  Lots of kids made use of the parachute and other games provided by the City of Edmonton, as well as a jumpy castle.  For the first time, local artist Berna organized an art activity that anyone could participate in - making a beautiful embossed leaf picture.  Kids and adults joined in – making forty pictures in total!  
Due to a threat of rain, the artists were stationed upstairs in the hall; a couple of buskers played outside.  After an email plea stating “volunteers desperately needed” the offers poured in – lots of adults helped, and a group of young volunteers too.  They really encouraged other kids to participate in games, and really improved the atmosphere.  The cost was a little over $500, which is similar to previous years.

· Pub Nights – monthly –  These continue to be fun events, with the turnout varying from month to month.  Themes included Scotch Tasting, Beer Tasting, Christmas Party, Family Skating Party, and the ever popular Trivia Nights.  We were advised by the AGLC that we need to purchase a liquor permit each time ($27) which has increased our costs noticeably.  We ended the year with a $4 surplus (see attached).
· Outdoor Movie Night – Although there was one previous outdoor movie about 10 years ago, with the format this time it was basically a new event. Sara Kalke (Re/Max River City) is a community member who proposed the idea – and offered to pay for it!  The projector and inflatable screen rental was over $1,200, and she also rented a popcorn machine for over $300.  The league covered other costs ($350).  The event was held on the September long weekend, and it had a good turnout (about 50 people) in spite of the cool weather.
