	OUTDOOR REVITALIZATION PROPOSAL

I would like to proposed that we spend a bit of money to revitalize our outdoor athletic spaces starting with the basketball and tennis courts.  We have some great outdoor spaces here and I would love to see more people making use of it. I know that future building renovations may impact these spaces but I think it's worth the investment until the renos begin. Here are prices that United Cycle quoted.

BASKETBALL

Netting only - I assume two are needed.  
Nylon - $8.99 - 15% community league discount = $7.64 each
Chain - $14.99 - 15% community league discount = $12.74 each

Rims - I'm not sure if new rims are necessary for one or both of the backboards:
$89.99 - 15% community league discount = $76.49 each (Lifetime Brand)

I've been told that it's very easy to attach the nets to the rims and, if necessary, the new rims to the backboard.  I will leave that to more informed minds.  Also we would have to consider who will do this work as it will require a ladder and some tools.

TENNIS

I know that a neighbour currently has a net on the courts.  It would make sense to discuss with him/her whether they want to keep their net on the court if we purchase one or two. Nets range from $199 - $399. In speaking with United Cycle, I would suggest the following:

$249 (2.5mm net) - 15% community league discount = $211.65 each

If we require a new post system, United Cycle just had a special order returned and would discount it from $825 to $499.

As for the condition of the courts:
I propose that we recruit some young community league members for $10-15/hour to remove weeds and possibly spray with environmentally sensitive weed killer (I'll leave that with the gardening group to comment on whether there is even such a   product!)  Also, it would be great to get the nets on the outside fences straightened out. If it's not a viable option to pay young community members do this, perhaps we set an hour aside and ask for adult volunteers.  I then suggest that we create a sign letting players know that the courts are not in good condition and that they play at their own risk.  As for the lock, I think that we either put on a lock with a combination or no lock at all.

If it is felt that the tennis courts are not worth any new expense, I would like the board to consider how we can re-purpose this space at a low cost until the renovations are done - beach volleyball courts? picnic area?

SIGNAGE

I don't have a quote for this but I would like the league to consider one or two sign holders that attach to the front (and maybe back) of the hall. These are the kind that are a plexiglass sleeve in which you can put sheets of paper with new information. On this signage we can have regular league / hall info (including how to get in!) and then what's happening at the hall that week or month.

If we do these improvements, perhaps we could see if there was interest in community basketball games / tennis matches. I think community members would be excited to see these spaces being used and it might encourage people to gather together for some summer fun.

FUTURE PROJECTS?
Has a new playground been discussed as part of the building and grounds renovation?  If not, I think it would be great to consider.  Hazeldean has recently put in a new playground that was funded by their community league. It's a fantastic example.
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
